You can purchase personal stage makeup kits
(e.g., Ben Nye) but some street makeup products
can be used. Look for key words like “high
pigment”, and “full coverage” when shopping for
stage makeup. Wet ’n Wild, NYX, and e.l.f, are all
effective brands that are afforable.

G E N E R A L  I N F O R M A T I O N

Theater lights are great for set pieces, but can
make faces appear pale and flat. Makeup is our
tool for making eyes, lips, and cheeks pop!

The younger performers will not need a full face of corrective
makeup. Blush, mascara, and a natural lip color or tinted lip
balm, are more than enough for their soft features. If they are
blonde, consider adding light eyebrow pencil for definition.

These performers will be in full basic corrective. This includes:
base/foundation, blush, eyeshadow, eyeliner, mascara, brow
pencil, and lip color, all in natural colors.

LEAD MAKEUP

All makeup will be applied by the makeup artists.
Come to call time with your face clean and
moisturized to protect your skin from the prosthetic
adhesive.
